Musical Components Poem!

TIMBRE describes how a sound might feel:

Is it smooth or warm, made from wood or steel?

PITCH describes if it’s low or high:

deep in the bass or up in the sky.

TEXTURE describes whether thick or thin:

how many parts are there playing within?

DYNAMICS describe how quiet or loud:

first like a mouse, then a thundery cloud.
TEMPO describes how fast is the piece

(it’s normally steady but can slow or increase).

DURATION describes the length of a sound:

here and then gone, or hanging around…?

STRUCTURE describes how all the bits fit:

how many movements or verses you knit.

SILENCE is simply when nothing is heard:

we all need silence in rhythm and word.
